	Estimated time
	Activity

	10 minutes
	· Starting with remembering what cell is by activating student’s schemas. And making a brain storming with the students about the human needs in daily life to make comparison between some organelles’ duties and human organs later.



	15 minutes
	· We will give a little information by using Power Point slides about the cells to make students’ mind familiar with the biology terms like names of organelles.

· In this Power Point we will use pictures of animal cell (see Figure 1.a) and plant cell (see Figure 1.b) to show students place and shape of the cell and its organelles. Also in another slide we will use a picture indicating the parts of factory (see Figure 1.c). We will use picture analogy here for showing the organelles and their functions. We assume that factory is a cell and the organelles are the parts of this factory (see Figure 1.c). 

· And finally we will show a video, which explain the differences and similarities of the animal and plant cells. 



	5 minutes
	We will apply a learning activity. 

· We consists of two cells one of plant another one is animal cell by grouping students in two for giving them a paper (see Figure 2) written in the function and duty of the one organelle different from each other.



	10 minutes
	· We will students give a permission one by one to read what is written in their handouts and to say written functions or description belong to which organelle, by using analogy methods because we will imply the organelle functions and duties in the pictures with the factory and others presented in Power Point slides.

· And we will want students to check all other papers distributed to other friends.
